Guide for the Application of 2019 Open Project Funding
of the State Key Laboratory of Bioreactor Engineering (SKLBE)
(For applicants out of the Mainland, China)

1. Funding Categories
The Open Project Funding of the State Key Laboratory of Bioreactor Engineering (SKLBE) in 2019 will support the basic researches, applied researches and developments, as well as the industrial scale demonstration studies in the following categories:

Bioreactor and Industrial Process Engineering

Biocatalysis and Enzyme Engineering

Biomolecular Design and Bioproduct Engineering

Biosensor and Biosystems Engineering

Biorefinery and Energy Biotechnology

Food&drug and Material Biotechnology

2. Funding Details

The Open Project Funding application form should be written in English. The application form written in other languages (including Chinese) will not be considered. 

The Open Project Funding application should be submitted to SKLBE in joint research project with the collaboration of at least a faculty member of the State Key Laboratory of Bioreactor Engineering (for the member list, refer to http://sklbe.ecust.edu.cn/fixed/). The project should reflect a close collaboration between the applicant and collaborators
Each approved project will receive funds between $5,000 and $15,000 in two fiscal years for the use of experimental materials, analysis charges, publication charges, travel charges to SKLBE, hotel charges during the stay in SKLBE etc. The research activity should be carried out in SKLBE with your SKLBE collaborators. 

Each application should publish at least one peer reviewed research paper on the prestigious SCI journals, and submit at least one paper to the newly launched journal Bioresources and Biotechnology. The State Key Laboratory of Bioreactor Engineering should be affiliated in the 1st or the 2nd position (State Key Laboratory of Bioreactor Engineering, East China University of Science and Technology, Shanghai, China). The applicant should be the 1st author or the corresponding author of the publications and the SKLBE faculty member in collaboration should be the coauthor. The acknowledgement should contain the following information: “This work was supported (or partially supported) by Open Funding Project of the State Key Laboratory of Bioreactor Engineering”.

Applicants should sign the hard copies of the application form, Electronic signature is not valid. Two signed hardcopies should be received by SKLBE by July 15, 2019. Also email the electronic application form to bioreactorfunds@ecust.edu.cn.

The funding results will be announced in August 1st, 2019 and emailed to individual applicants.
